An International Position Statement on the Management of Frailty in Diabetes Mellitus was led by
Professor Alan Sinclair of the Foundation for Diabetes Research in Older People at Diabetes Frail (UK)
and Professor Bruno Vellas, Chief of the Departmentntdrhal Medicine and Geriatrics at the
Toulouse University Hospital, France, and former IAGG President, in collaboration with the Hong Kong
Geriatrics Society and an International Group of Experts.

The document lays out a specific model for those working in primary, secondary and community care
to help them une@rstand how to prevent frailty and ensure the early management of the condition.

It also provides a platform for a model of care to be coordinated across local regions tthbsdp

older people with diabetes who are developing frailty, have developettyfrand those progressing

to disability.

The guidance was compiled because the prevalence of diabetes is increasing among people between
the ages of 60 to 79 years, and frailty may be present in up to one in four in this age range.

In older people witithe condition, frailty and loss of muscle mass and strength knovwsaa®penia,
have become serious complications which are often overlooked or not diagnoseshlilycare teams.

The guidance was unveiled in the UK at ti2 Mational Conference of thelod e r P e o pl e’ s
Network (OPDN), which is chaired by Professor Sinclair.
